Purpose

As dynamic elastography is performed by multiple imaging modalities:

f Anadditional ultrasound scope is in development for acoustic radiation force impulse
elastography and shear-wave elastography (2024-2025).

f  An additional magnetic resonance imaging scope is in development for magnetic
resonance elastography (2025-2026).

' New service standards are in development for hepatic vibration-controlled transient
elastography (Fibroscan) as a standalone imaging modality accreditation award (2025
-2026).
