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(iv) have successfully completed a practice ready assessment,
acceptable to the registration committee in a Canadian province
or territory, and

(c) have Canadian Citizenship, be a permanent resident or be legally able
to live and work in British Columbia.

A physician who has completed international training or practice must have their training 
and/or practice assessed by the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada 
(RCPSC) to determine their eligibility to sit the RCPSC primary/subspecialty examinations. 
This assessment ensures that the physician has met specific training and/or practice 
requirements to register for the examination. If successful in the assessment, the physician 
will receive a ruling letter granting examination eligibility. More information can be found 
here.
